ploasure, as scme of us did, during infrequent leaves and afior the armisiise,
of wooing morphous betwoon orisp, olean sheets from which emnnatod the 0XQuASw
itoly delicate perfume of viclots. }

/nd how pleased was Ime Morcior when we inquired obout the perfume she :
usods Sho exclaimed,"It is dorived from the rooct of a flower, & beautiful flowet,
a gorgeous flower, really tho finest in tho garden, the most oxquisite in the
world, the IRIS;"

The roots are dug when thoy are large and fat, somo months after the bloome
ing season, The leawves are removad, tho root is very thoroughly washed and
sorubbed and the skin, which is brown end somewhat like bark, is scraped off
with a sharp knife. The roots aro then placed in the sun to dry for a weekor
ten doys, ocare being token to prevent them from bocoming wet with rain or dew.
Thoy et first have an earthy aroma like that of the rich black soil of the
woods, but as thoy become more thoroughly dry, a distinct odor of violots is
notod, which is most potent after the lapso of several yoars.

"fo put thoso rcots with our linens, handerchiefs, towols and sheets and
thoy nlways smell swoct. The delightful fragrance persists for yecars and years."

"Here aro scme dried iris roots strung on a cord, cn which we pour boilw
ing wator and dip our bed linen into this solution, thus giving it a nost pleas..
